1. The Standardized 7-Day Current and Effective Yields are calculated in accordance with securities industry

regulations and do not include capital gains. The Standardized 7-Day Current Yield may differ slightly from the actual
distribution rate because of the exclusion of distributed capital gains, which are non-recurring.
